For the Embedding Learning Technology module ME/ED501, this is a summative assessment. 

All of the outcomes must gain a “pass” grade to successfully complete this module.

Although this assessment is summative, feedback will be given to course members.  An award of ‘good pass’ is not made: however, tutors may use the suggestions in this column to guide their feedback.

Outcome 1: Conducted a review of C&IT in learning and teaching and shown an understanding of the underlying educational processes.

This will include evidence that you have: Conducted a review of appropriate learning technologies and their applications and demonstrated an awareness of their use in a range of learning situations

Relevant directed study tasks:  Annotated bibliography, Student needs analysis.


Reviewed the use of at least one technology in learning and teaching with reference to appropriate literature.

Participated in and reflected on use of C&IT for L&T as a learner, e.g. using FirstClass, Video Conferencing.

Commented on the educational processes involved in the use of learning technologies.
Reviewed the use of several technologies with analysis and discussion; reference to a range of sources.

Participated in and reflected on use of C&IT for L&T as a teacher e.g. introducing students to FirstClass, studying how best to approach online tutoring.

Shown evidence of critical understanding and analysis of educational processes in relation to the use of learning technologies.

Outcome 2: Analysed opportunities and constraints in using C&IT and selected C&IT appropriate to the learning situation

This will include evidence that you have: Analysed the leaning needs of students, carried out an IT audit to identify resource availability and constraints, and identified appropriate technologies on the basis of educational principles and availability, taking into account discipline-related and local factors

Relevant directed study tasks: Annotated bibliography, SWOT analysis for use of C&IT in context, A new or revised module plan with rationale for embedded C&IT


Selected appropriate C&IT and provided rationale for decision.

Explained how student learning will be enhanced.


Discussed relative advantages and disadvantages of learning technologies in context.

Demonstrated how selected C&IT contributes to stated learning objectives.

Shown innovative approach to meeting students’ learning needs.

Demonstrated how technologies could be integrated into a novel learning environment. 

Developed strategies to overcome constraints in the use of C&IT.

Outcome 3: Designed and planned a strategy for integrating appropriate C&IT

This will include evidence that you have: Designed and planned a strategy for (re)structuring a course according to pedagogic principles to integrate appropriate C&IT.  The strategy should include an evaluation plan (see 5)

Relevant directed study tasks: Gantt chart/implementation plan
Produced a module plan which includes C&IT OR designed a computer-based learning resource.

Analysed available resources (human and technical).

Designed an evaluation strategy which takes into account the response of learners and gives stated objectives and criteria for evaluation.
Produced an innovative module plan with integrated C&IT OR designed an innovative learning resource which makes full use of the relevant computer-based medium.

Shown how resources will be effectively utilised in pursuit of stated objectives.

Designed an evaluation strategy which takes into account a number of different stakeholders, and which uses more than one evaluation approach.

Outcome 4: Implemented a developed strategy 

This will include evidence that you have: Demonstrated basic project management and/or team work skills in implementing your strategy.  Piloted a course using technology-supported learning.  Enabled students to use the learning technologies effectively and supported the learning process as appropriate.

Relevant directed study tasks: Reflective log, Critical incident analysis, Teaching observation
Provided evidence of implementation with reflection on problems encountered and overcome.

Demonstrated competence in facilitating student learning with technology.

Included level descriptors and/or guidelines for giving students feedback.
Shown inventiveness in identifying novel solutions to problems and bringing people together in new ways.

Demonstrated effectiveness and imagination in supporting student learning with technology. 

Provided evidence of ongoing modification to the delivery plan as a result of reflection on outcomes.

Outcome 5: Evaluated impact of the interventions 

This will include evidence that you have: Evaluated the impact of the incorporation of technology on students and colleagues, Maintained an awareness of other, related development work and contextualised your findings.

Relevant directed study tasks: Evaluation tools
Chosen an appropriate data collection method.

Included evaluation tools and an account of their application.

Findings summarised with suggestions for future changes to practice. 
Evidence of selection from a range of possible data collection and analysis methods.

Analysis of evaluation findings with reference to other studies in the literature.

Revised implementation plan taking into account evaluation findings.

Reflection on evaluation methodology and suggestions for improvement.

Outcome 6: Disseminated the findings of the evaluation 

This will include evidence that you have: Provided feedback for students and colleagues and disseminated experience and findings to department or more widely

Relevant directed study tasks: Case study/report
Final report/dissemination activity is an accurate account of the work undertaken.

Final report/dissemination activity is suitable and relevant to intended audience

Meets IMP assessment criteria relevant to assessment task of choice (Refer to IMP assessment criteria)
Case study published or publishable in academic journal OR conference presentation with feedback.

Evidence of networking, contact building or other organisational effort to promote sharing of experience outside the institution.

Outcome 7: Reviewed, planned and undertaken appropriate actions related to own CPD 

This will include evidence that you have: Reviewed your needs in relation to embedding C&IT and made an appropriate CPD action plan to meet your individual requirements.  Undertaken your own CPD and shown how you have incorporated this into your implementation plan.

Relevant directed study tasks:

Learning Plan, Record of CPD activities eg attendance at workshops
Evidence of CPD planning to meet personal and professional objectives.

Evidence of personal development activities  through attendance at workshops, training days or undertaking self-study.
Evidence of reflection on personal and professional development in the course of implementation.
